Before begining, the spring connectors have a crossbar at one end of the coils. The other 
end of the coil is open. The open end is the end that attaches to the vent screen. As shown 
in �gure 1, the end with crossbar attaches to furnace vent.

1. Position vent screen over furnace vent.
 

2. Determine the best location to attach spring connector to vent screen.

3. Insert installation tool through screen and spring. Position notched end of installation
     tool on crossbar of spring. While holding screen over furnace �tting, push the hook end 
     of spring past connection point on furnace �tting. Slide hook over connection point 
    (�gure 2) and remove tool slowly.

NOTE: Cleaning the screen is necessary for proper air �ow. Save installation tool for 
re-installation after cleaning. Inspect screen frequesntly and clean as needed.
